They 

are looking for their inner sacred 

spiritual centre ð and we are 

striving to become a community 
spiritual centre (ok, a spirituality 

centre is more grammatically 

correct, but it doesnõt make as 
good a pun).  Put together with 

our church name it makes a great 

tag line ð Faith United: Your 

Spiritual Centre! 

Iõve been asking you and 

the Council to dream about the 

future, especially as it concerns 
the wider community (that òno 

faithó group out there).  Weõre 

calling it òCharting the Courseó. 

Where is God guiding the SS 
Faith United to in the years to 

come?  Council has been having 

really interesting conversations 
over the last few months but 

weõre not ready to make any 

decisions yet. Discerning is a 

slow, thoughtful process. It canõt 
be hurried.  Weõll start putting the 

pieces together in the Fall.

To successfully operate any 

church requires considerable planning, dedicated stewardship and continued faithful financial support, par-

ticularly in todayõs difficult economic climate. Faith United is a very active church with many community 

centered programs which need to be supported and encouraged.
